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Course Philosophy

Mathematics
Through the study of mathematics, students will see the order and truth God has created.  Students of mathematics must build precept upon precept as stated in Isaiah 28:10.  Even in the purchasing of material things, one of the goals of FCA is to teach the students Biblical attitudes toward material possessions and their responsibility for using them to God’s glory and making wise decisions (I Timothy 6:17-19; Matthew 6:19-20; I Corinthians 10:31). The successful and sequential mastering of basic mathematical concepts and the development of logical, critical thinking skills are vital components of a mathematical program if we are to assist our students in becoming effective lifelong problem solvers. Critical thinking and higher order problem solving are essential skills for success in life. From a spiritual perspective, students must develop these skills in order to make wise choices in every aspect of Christian living. Additionally, mathematical skills are necessary in everyday life in order to make practical decisions relative to such areas as budgeting, comparing and purchasing products, saving, computing interest rates, solving problems, etc. Mathematical concepts are necessary to prepare students for future career pursuits as they aspire to become scientists, engineers, doctors, etc., and a goal of the curriculum is to establish the mathematical foundation to prepare students for successful realization of their career goals as adults.
